CHAPTER 2

STEPS TO BECOMING A GLOBAL
UNIVERSITY AND NEW DEVELOP-
MENTS IN RESEARCH, EDUCATION,
AND SOCIAL CONTRIBUTION

SECTION 1: STEPS TO BECOMING
A GLOBAL UNIVERSITY AND NEW
DEVELOPMENTS IN RESEARCH,
EDUCATION, AND SOCIAL CONTRI-
BUTION

The Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Sci-
ence and Technology (MEXT) selected universities
with priority graduate schools in 2000, and launched
the 21st Century COE Program to improve research
capabilities in 2003. In 2004, national universities
were incorporated into a system allowing them to
promote institutional reforms independently. Since
2007, MEXT has supported graduate school educa-
tion reforms for over 15 years, including the Global
COE Program, the Program for Leading Graduate
Schools, and the Doctoral Program for World-lead-
ing Innovative & Smart Education. Chiba Universi-
ty has adopted two applications for each program.
Furthermore, since 2012, MEXT has supported re-
forms aimed at globalization through the Project
for Promotion of Global Human Resource Devel-
opment, the Top Global University Project, and the
Inter-University Exchange Project. With the support
of these three projects, Chiba University has newly
established the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences,
which requires study abroad, and has opened three
overseas campuses, including Mahidol University in
Thailand.
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From the third mid-term target period (2016-),
national universities were divided into three groups
by function, and Chiba University was selected as a
global university group (16 schools). For this reason,
on the research side, Chiba University established
the Institute for Global Prominent Research. It
strongly supported top-down selected research proj-
ects, leading to the acquisition of large-scale com-
petitive research funds. The Institute for Advanced
Academic Research has taken over its support func-
tions. In addition, Chiba University established the
Academic Research and Innovation Management
Organization to systematically support indus-
try-university collaborative research.

Regarding education, based on the results of study
abroad at the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences,
Chiba University has launched the Chiba University
Global Human Resource Development ENGINE aim-
ing for all students to study overseas. Regarding op-
erations, Chiba University has organized the Chiba
University Environmental ISO Student Committee
to promote environmental improvements on cam-
pus. Chiba University is also developing a research
environment for female faculty members with the
support of competitive external funding. As a so-
cial contribution activity, Chiba University actively
carried out community contribution activities in
the region with the help of the University Center of
Community Projects, has opened a satellite campus
in Sumida Ward, Tokyo, and is implementing new

community-based global programs.
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
