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SECTION 2: EXPANDING ACADEMIC
EXCHANGE AGREEMENTS AND
REVITALIZING THE INTRODUCTION
OF EXTERNAL FUNDS (CHANGES
IN SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH EXPENSES)

The internationalization trend of Chiba Univer-
sity can be seen from the conclusion of academic
exchange agreements with overseas universities. In
the 1980s, Chiba University had three inter-univer-
sity exchange agreements with one university each
in Germany, the United States, and China, and only
one inter-departmental exchange agreement with a
university in Canada. By July 1998, the number of in-
ter-university exchange agreements had expanded
to 21 in 9 countries and the number of inter-depart-
mental exchange agreements to 32 in 12 countries.
Furthermore, in accordance with the policy of inter-
nationalization of the TOKUHISA Plan by President
Takeshi Tokuhisa and Chiba University Vision by
President Toshinori Nakayama, the number of ac-
ademic exchange agreements at our university has
increased, riding the wave of globalization both at
home and abroad. As a result, as of May 1, 2022, we
had 270 inter-university agreements in 41 countries
and 197 inter-departmental agreements in 32 coun-
tries. Furthermore, Chiba University has formed
multiple overseas bases and is promoting academic
exchanges with overseas universities, aiming to be a
global university that promotes world-leading edu-

cation and research.
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Application status for Grants-in-Aid for Scientific Research (as of

December 15, 2022)
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Chiba University’s awareness of the need to ob-
tain external funds has been increasing year by
year. The total amount of Grants-in-Aid for Scientific
Research (KAKENHI) and the number of informal
offers amounted to 658,900,000 yen and 328 cases in
1995, but increased to 1,756,366,000 yen and 1,091
cases in 2021, each increasing approximately three-
fold. Looking at the KAKENHI application rate and
adoption rate, the application rate was 66.3% of all
faculty members in 1995, and the adoption rate was
28.1%, but in 2021, the application rate was 85.1%,
and the adoption rate had improved to 35.0%, which
was higher than the national average of 27.9%. The
Institute for Advanced Academic Research (IAAR),
which was established in April 2022 by President
Toshinori Nakayama, supports applications for KA-
KENHI focusing on the challenge of higher-ranking
categories, with the aim of further increasing the
acquisition of KAKENHI. In addition, the acqui-
sition of external funds other than KAKENHI has
also been favorable, and while scholarship dona-
tions vary from year to year, both the number and
amount of donations have increased in recent years
compared to 1998. In addition, the number and
amount of commissioned research expenses and
joint research have been steadily increasing, and

the growth of joint research has been particularly

remarkable.
