SECTION 3: 21st CENTURY COE
PROGRAM AND GLOBAL COE
PROGRAM

The 21st Century Center-of-Excellence (21 COE)
was our first university subsidy program based on
budget allocation through rigorous selection and
concentration. The implementation period was from
FY2002 to FY2008, and a five-year grant was provid-
ed for certified projects. Its successor, the Global
COE (FY2007-FY2012), inherited the concept of the
21 COE, but placed greater emphasis on interna-
tionality, and became more competitive in terms of
enhancing and strengthening the concept of the 21
COE. Both programs are aimed at universities that
strengthen and train human resources in doctoral
courses in a world-leading research atmosphere to
worldwide activity. As they assumed that the uni-
versity’s image as a research university would be
significantly affected by whether their proposal
would be selected and, in some cases, even wheth-
er the university could apply, each university had to
gather all its strength to apply. At Chiba University,
the president played a central role, and many facul-
ty members, including executives and deans of the
graduate school, spent much time and effort work-
ing together to complete the application under great
pressure. In this section, we present the 21 and Glob-
al COE projects adopted by Chiba University.
