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SECTION 6: DEVELOPMENT OF
OVERSEAS CAMPUSES

Paragraph 1: Charité-Universitdtsmedizin Berlin

Charité-Universitdtsmedizin Berlin is one of the
world’s leading medical schools and university hos-
pitals known for its excellent medical education
and research. The university has produced many
researchers who left their names in medical histo-
ry, including Robert Koch, who discovered Myco-
bacterium tuberculosis and Vibrio cholerae, and
many other Nobel Prize Laureates. Active academic
exchanges with Japan have continued among many
Japanese medical students, including Mori Ogai and
Kitasato Shibasaburo who learned modern Western
medicine in Charité during the Meiji period. The ac-
ademic collaboration between Chiba University and
Charité began around 2008 with an exchange initia-
tive between the Center for Preventive Medical Sci-
ences and Charité’s Berlin School of Public Health.
In 2010, an inter-university exchange agreement
was reached between Chiba University and Charité.
Since then, exchanges have become even more ac-
tive through workshops and joint graduate school
lectures. Since 2013, we have held Japan-German
international joint intensive courses with a different
theme every year for the medical students, graduate
students, and young researchers of both the univer-
sities. These are educational programs designed to
produce human resources who can play active roles

globally. In March 2015, Chiba University opened
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an office in Charité’s Mitte Campus, which is the
“Chiba University Berlin Campus”. Furthermore, in
May 2016, a new exchange agreement was signed be-
tween the two universities with the aim of further
strengthening collaboration and establishing a joint
graduate school in the future. The Chiba Universi-
ty Berlin Campus is expected to continue to develop
further as a base for Chiba University’s activities in
Europe. This is expected to serve as a place for aca-
demic exchange between the two universities, and
contribute to the development of students who can

play global roles in the future.

Paragraph 2: University of California, San
Diego Campus

Under the leadership of President Takeshi Tokuhi-
sa and Dean Toshinori Nakayama of the Graduate
School of Medicine, we concluded a joint education
and research agreement with the University of Cal-
ifornia, San Diego (UCSD) to promote world-leading
international collaborative research by combining
the intellectual and technological bases of immunol-

ogy, allergy, infectious diseases, and vaccinology. In
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Signing ceremony with UCSD (2016)
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2016, the Center for Mucosal Immunology, Allergy
and Vaccines (CU-UCSD cMAV) was established as
an international center of excellence in mucosal
immunology and allergy research. Prof. Ernst and
four others from UCSD became specially appointed
professors at Chiba University, and Profs. Toshinori
Nakayama, Hiroshi Kiyono, and Hiroshi Nakajima
from Chiba University became Adjunct Professors
at UCSD to strengthen mutual collaboration and
promote basic research and clinical development

research on next-generation mucosal vaccines.

Paragraph 3: Mahidol University

Chiba University opened the Chiba University
Bangkok Campus at Mahidol University Interna-
tional College (MUIC) with the aim of further devel-
oping research and educational exchanges in Thai-
land and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN) region against a backdrop of active educa-
tional and research exchanges with Mahidol Uni-
versity in Thailand since 2000, and held an opening

ceremony on September 19, 2017.

Utilizing the Chiba University Bangkok Campus,
we have been offering short-term study abroad pro-
grams (e.g., Boot Program for beginners in English,
Acting Global, in which students learn social issues
through performing dramas, and international field
study at the Faculty of Law, Politics, and Econom-
ics); as a result, many students have visited Mahidol
University and our Bangkok Campus.

In Japan, we accept students from Mahidol Uni-
versity for joint research and exchange programs,
and mutual student exchange is actively progress-
ing. Chiba University is also implementing educa-
tional and research projects, using our plant factory
in Kashiwa-no-ha, Chiba.

Even when faced with the global spread of COVID-19,
we maintained our links with Mahidol University
online. In 2022, joint online staff training was con-
ducted. Then in February 2023, the short-term study
abroad program with physical traveling to Thai-
land was resumed, and at the same time, the “study
abroad for all” program, a university-wide initiative,
was also initiated at the Bangkok Campus. It is ex-
pected that students, faculty and staff will continue
to visit the Bangkok campus and interact with those

from Mahidol University in various activities.
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
