COOPERATION AND CONNECTION

Annual Meeting on Scientific Research by High School Students
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With the establishment of the Center for Frontier Science (es-
tablished in September 1997), which is responsible for the early
admission system, initiatives related to high school-universi-
ty collaboration and connection have been actively developed
mainly by the Center. Currently, the Section of Collaboration
with High Schools plays a significant role in the following ac-
tivities.

The Annual Meeting on Scientific Research by High School
Students (poster presentations of research results), Physics
Challenge Seminars (seminars to support high school students
who take on the challenge of physics to select Japan representa-
tives for the International Physics Olympiad), Mathematical and
Natural Sciences Contest (hosted by Chiba University, which im-
poses mathematics and science tasks on junior and senior high

school students), and Science Koshien Strengthening Training
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in preparation for the JST-sponsored national competition), etc.,
are carried out in many ways. In addition, we are cooperating
in the implementation of advanced science and mathematics
education at high schools by strengthening cooperation with
SSH-implemented high schools. In particular, since 2019, we
have been cooperating with five Chiba Prefectural high schools
to implement the SSH high school-university connection frame

project, which was the only one adopted nationwide.
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
