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SECTION 11: COMPREHENSIVE
COLLABORATION AGREEMENTS WITH
LOCAL GOVERNMENTS, COMPANIES, ETC.

Overview

Under the National University Corporation Law enacted in
2003, collaboration with external organizations such as compa-
nies and local governments was positioned as one of the import-
ant roles of national university corporations. Of course, even
before the corporation was incorporated, each department and
faculty member had been collaborating individually with local
governments and companies, etc., on specific themes relating
to research and education, but following incorporation, com-
prehensive collaboration agreements were concluded with local
governments and companies, etc.

Comprehensive partnership agreement with local governments

The first agreement our university entered into with a local
government was that with Chiba Prefecture in 2006. The pur-
pose of this agreement was to “respond appropriately to regional
issuesthrough close collaboration and cooperation, and contrib-
ute to the formation and development of a vibrant and unique
local community”. Subsequently, similar agreements were con-
cluded with Chiba City in 2010, Kashiwa City in 2011, and Mat-
sudo City in 2013. The agreement was concluded with the aim
of “contributing to the development of human resources”, and a
comprehensive partnership agreement was established with all
local governments where Chiba University’s campuses are lo-
cated. Since then, we have continued to work with many munici-
palities in Chiba Prefecture, including Urayasu City, Funabashi
City, Ichihara City, Minamiboso City, Shibayama Town, Nagara
Town, and Yokoshiba Hikari Town. A collaboration agreement
has also been signed with Sumida Ward, where a new campus
will be established.

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Comprehensive collaboration agreements with companies
Comprehensive collaboration agreements with companies
began with the conclusion of an agreement with Chiba Bank
in 2005. This agreement called for “revitalizing the local econo-
my” and “promoting academics and culture”. Agreements were
then concluded with Keiyo Bank in 2012, Chiba Kogyo Bank
and JTB Research Institute Co., Ltd. in 2017, and Aeon Co., Ltd.
and Tokyo East Shinkin Bank in 2018. In 2019, a comprehensive
collaboration and cooperation agreement was concluded with
7Z0Z0 Co., Ltd. In this way, collaboration with companies began
with financial institutions that have a large influence in Chiba
Prefecture and East Tokyo such as Sumida Ward, and then with
companies connected to Chiba Prefecture with the common

goal of “revitalizing the local economy”.
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
