SECTION 1: CAMPUS MASTER
PLAN

The beginning of the Chiba University Campus
Master Plan can be traced back to the “Outline of the
Nishi-Chiba Campus Improvement Plan” in 1994.
When Chiba University became a national univer-
sity corporation, the Campus Planning Office was
established in 2004. In March 2010, the Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
(MEXT) requested the preparation of a campus mas-
ter plan to realize an attractive campus that makes
the most of the individuality and characteristics
of national university corporations, and in March
2012, the “Chiba University Campus Master Plan
2012” was completed. Since then, it has generally
been revised every five years according to the mid-

term plan.
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Campus Strategy

Features of Campus Master Plan 2022

Leading Plan: The Chiba University Campus Master Plan
supports the implementation of the basic principles set forth in
the Academic Plan and the Medium-term Objectives and Plans.
In order to promote such a framework and link it to the Action
Plan, the 2022 version of the Master Plan, in addition to the ex-
isting zoning plan and departmental plans, has established a
“Leading Plan” as a composite, cross-sectoral development plan
that spans multiple facility development issues.

Zones for Regional Collaboration and Industry-Academia
Collaboration: The zoning plan that forms the basis of the
framework has been based on the current status and future vi-
sion of the exchange zone, the common use zone, and the ed-
ucation and research zone. In the 2022 edition, in addition to
these zones, we decided to actively develop the “Regional Col-
laboration and Industry-Academia Collaboration Zone” against
abackdrop of recent innovative educational research and social
contributions.

Revision of Basic Development Policy: The basic development
policy for the campus reflects the social changes that have taken
place over the past several years and the direction of the new
university vision “Toward a world preeminent academic insti-
tution” starting from 2021. (1) Campus Strategy: Realization of a
strategic and innovative campus for its unique characteristics,
(2) Campus Sustainability: Realization of a beautiful, sustain-
able, and diversity-embracing campus, and (3) Campus Safety:
