SECTION 2: KASHIWANOHA CAMPUS

In 1987, we acquired approximately 25 ha of land in Kashi-
wa City as a replacement for the 2.2 ha of land in the Ichigojiri
district of the University Farms of the Faculty of Horticulture.
In 1991, the University Farm of Faculty of Horticulture was es-
tablished on this land, and this marked the beginning of Chiba
University’s Kashiwanoha Campus.

Since 1997, various discussions began regarding the future
concept of University Farm, including candidate land for its re-
location. As a result of these discussions, a decision was made to
transfer 8.3 ha of the 25 ha University Farm land to the Ministry
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT),
and to establish a joint education and research facility, “Center
for Environment, Health and Field Sciences, Chiba University”
on the remaining land (16.7 ha) in 2003.

In 2005, the Campus Planning Office drafted a basic policy
for the development of the Kashiwanoha Campus. As part of the
KASHIWA-NO-HA International Campus Town Initiative, a de-
cision was made to create green fields and plant cherry blossom

trees along the school roads.
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Kashiwanoha Campus (2023)

Since the opening of the Tsukuba Express in 2005, the sur-
rounding environment of the Kashiwanoha Campus has
changed dramatically. This includes a request made to lease the
land on the south side of the campus for Rugby School Japan
(RS]), which will open in September 2023. Within this context,
in January 2023, the administration and research buildings
of the Center for Environment, Health and Field Sciences and
Kashiwanoha Acupuncture Clinic relocated to temporary build-

ings on the north side of the campus.
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
