SECTION 3: SUMIDA SATELLITE CAMPUS

The Sumida Satellite Campus was established in Sumida
Ward, Tokyo in April 2021, and is the first Chiba University cam-
pus to be located in Tokyo. The Satellite Campus is a place where
educational research and practice are conducted utilizing land
and buildings owned by the Sumida Ward, Tokyo, and where
faculty and students affiliated with the other four main campus-
es engage in education and research without a student capac-
ity. Sumida Ward undertook a major renovation of the former
Sumida Small and Medium-sized Enterprises Center, complet-
ed in 1986, and the University leased the building and opened a
five-story above ground, one-story below ground campus with
a total floor area of 9,447.77m’. Sumida Ward was the only one of
Tokyo’s 23 wards where no university had been established for a
long time. Here, the Sumida Satellite Campus is expected to be
the center for promoting the ward’s “Developing Town with Uni-
versity” policy. Educational and research activities and opera-
tions at the campus will be carried out by the Design Research
Institute (dri), which was newly organized in April 2021 at the
same time as the campus opening. The entire Sumida Satellite
Campus is used as a demonstration space to develop design ed-
ucation and research with a focus on design practice under the

key concept of “simulating all aspects of life”.
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
