Due to the prevalence of COVID-19, the start date of classes
for FY2020 was postponed twice. Both the first and second terms
were shortened from 8 weeks to 6 weeks, and it was decided that
all classes, whether lectures or exercises, would be conducted
primarily through online media. Restrictions on campus access
began on April 8, and were gradually lifted beginning July 9
during the second term. At the start of the fourth term on Octo-
ber 1, these restrictions were completely lifted.

The issues related to education changed according to the sit-
uation. In February, the main concern was how to deal with the
situation when international students were unable to come to
Japan. As April neared, issues arose regarding how to conduct
various orientations, course registration, class lotteries, and
class assignments, etc. Later, with the introduction of campus
access restrictions and changes in class format, distributing ac-
count information for new students to log into multiple systems
and communication methods became a challenge.

The implementation of online media classes required con-
sideration of student Internet connectivity, the learning en-
vironment, and ensuring sufficient bandwidth. For the time
being, live, interactive online classes were not implemented;
instead, asynchronous, on-demand media classes were used.
The Smart Office, which was newly established at the Institute
for Excellence in Educational Innovation to promote the EN-
GINE program to be launched in FY2020, played a central role in
gathering information, creating an environment, formulating
policies, and disseminating information about the media class.
To facilitate the smooth progress of the ENGINE program, ef-
forts were made to create smart learning guidelines, classroom
implementation guides, and system development by the 2019
academic year. The preparations and accumulated knowledge
from these initiatives were used to respond to the challenges

posed by the coronavirus pandemic.
