In supporting the students, the major change was the estab-
lishment of the Student Support Center “Fureai no Wa” in 2009.
“Fureai no Wa” consists of six groups and has been serving as a
supportive facility where students, staff, and community mem-
bers can collaborate in many activities.

Over the past 20 years, the Great East Japan Earthquake and
the coronavirus outbreak have had a tremendous impact on
student life. The entrance ceremony, graduation ceremony,
university festival, and other major extracurricular activities
were cancelled. The earthquake and coronavirus had a major
negative impact on student activities. However, online activities
developed rapidly, and the online “Inohanasai” (university fes-
tival) was held in 2020. Student life has since begun returning
to normal, and student support has been enhanced to provide a

more fulfilling campus life.
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
