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The College of Liberal Arts and Sci-
ences is our 10th faculty, and was estab-
lished in 2016. In addition, The Graduate
School of Global and Transdisciplinary
Studies was established as a faculty orga-
nization in 2020. For the College of Lib-
eral Arts and Sciences, its key purpose
is to foster the ability to traverse various
academic fields. We study and are build-
ing knowledge in all academic fields that
are not restricted to humanities and sci-
ences. Students discover contemporary
issues on their own, and consider and
learn what kind of academic methods
are needed to address them. Rather than
limiting one’s own possibilities, we need
to face the question, “What kind of learn-
ing do I wantto do?” We then learn a wide
range of general knowledge, decide on a
specialized field to pursue, and develop
human resources with the language pro-

ficiency to communicate to the world. To
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date, we have produced many graduates who are ac-
tive in overseas study.

The Graduate Degree Program of Global and
Transdisciplinary Studies was established in 2020
with the aim of fostering human resources with
advanced abilities to integrate social issues and aca-
demic knowledge to solve global issues.

This program was designed to; 1) offer transdis-
ciplinary education and research that transcends
existing academic disciplines and produces knowl-
edge aimed at solving problems across disciplines;
2) develop a broad range of research themes, includ-
ing “Migration and Refugee Studies”, “STS (Science,
Technology, and Society) Studies”, and “Environ-
mental Studies” and self-designed education that al-
lows students to formulate their own research plans
independently and autonomously; 3) provide smart
learning that transcends the limitations of time,
space, and academic discipline to create new oppor-

tunities for creativity.
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
