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History

In 2004 and 2011, we relocated from the Nishi-Chi-
ba campus to Medical and Pharmaceutical Sciences
Building I and II, which were built in the Inohana
campus. In 2001, the graduate school was reorga-
nized, and was divided into the educational orga-
nization “Graduate School of Medical and Pharma-
ceutical Sciences” to which the students belonged,
and the research organizations “Graduate School of
Medicine” and “Graduate School of Pharmaceutical
Sciences” to which the faculty members belonged.
With the start of a six-year pharmacy education
system in 2006, the department was reorganized
into two departments: a six-year pharmacy course
(capacity of 40 students) and a four-year pharmacy
science course (capacity of 40 students). In 2019, the
capacity of the six-year course was increased by 10
to 50 students, and the capacity of the Faculty of
Pharmaceutical Sciences was increased to students.
The Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences celebrated
its 120th anniversary in 2010, and on July 16, 2011,
a 120th anniversary lecture and commemorative
ceremony were held. In addition, the 120th Anniver-
sary Commemorative Auditorium of the Faculty of
Pharmaceutical Sciences was established in Medi-

cal and Pharmaceutical Sciences Building II.

International exchange and academic activities
The faculty-level exchange agreement is intend-

ed for the exchange of professors and students be-

tween the departments related to education and re-

search. Over the past 25 years, 15 agreements have
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been concluded and active international exchange is underway.
Three of these have developed into university-level exchange
agreements. In recent years, we have also established a doctoral
degree (double degree) program that allows students to obtain
doctoral degrees at both the partner university and Chiba Uni-
versity. We have concluded acquisition agreements with four
overseas partner universities, and four students have graduat-
ed. Furthermore, Her Royal Highness Princess Chulabhorn of
the Kingdom of Thailand visited our university three times in
2013, 2019, and 2022.

In March 2002, the 122nd Annual Meeting of the Pharmaceu-
tical Society of Japan was held over three days in Chiba. Approx-
imately 8,400 people participated. The 48th and 65th annual
conferences of the Kanto branch were held in Chiba on October
9, 2004 and September 11, 2021, respectively. In addition to the
above, academic conferences and symposiums were actively or-

ganized by our faculty members.
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
