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Nursing, General Education and Research Building at Inohana

The School of Nursing at Chiba University was es-
tablished in 1975 as the only school of nursing at a
national university. In 2025, it will celebrate its 50th
anniversary. The Graduate School of Nursing has
created several majors since the establishment of
the master’s program in 1979. In 2021, it was orga-
nized to encompass the Graduate School of Nursing,
graduate programs in nursing, the School of Nurs-
ing, the Collaborative Center for Development of
Nursing Practice, Education and Research, and the
Inter Professional Education Research Center.

The School of Nursing has repeatedly revised its
curriculum to produce human resources capable
of meeting society’s needs. The interprofessional
education program, Inohana IPE, was launched in
2007. In 2022, the Global & Regional Interprofession-
al Education Plus Program was also developed as a
Japan Society for the Promotion of Science (JSPS)
Inter-University Exchange Project. This program
is an extension of Inohana IPE, and is available to
all university and graduate school students. In ad-
dition, having experienced the COVID-19 pandemic,
the merits of digital transformation (DX) are being
fully leveraged in nursing education.

The master’s program is comprised of a Nursing
Research Course and a Practical Nursing Course.
The latter has a Nursing Management Program,
an Advanced Practice Nursing Program (Certified
Nurse Specialist Course), and a Nurse Practitioner
Program. The master’s program elevates students’
individual skills, and provides access to a strong
network through one of the largest graduate schools

of nursing in Japan.
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The doctoral program fosters researchers that ad-
vance research in new fields from the approach of
theory development, possess research skills that in-
corporate the interchange between nursing science
and nursing practice, and create and verify interdis-
ciplinary theories and models.

Furthermore, the doctoral program has offered
a program from the Five-University Consortium on
Disaster Nursing since 2021, enabling students to
obtain a certificate of completion in minor studies
(disaster nursing).

In the area of research, large-scale research has
been developed that includes “the New Japanese
Nursing Sciences Incorporating Culturally Appro-
priate Care”, a Chiba University 21st Century COE
Program; the Institute for Global Prominent Re-
search “Center of Excellence for End of Life Care”,
and “Developing nursing guidelines for childrear-
ing support in Japanese older primiparas”, a proj-
ect for the Funding Program for Next Generation
World-Leading Researchers. Six research projects
have been selected for the Scientific Research (A) cat-
egory of KAKENHI, and approval has been received
from The Chiba University Center for Evidence
Based Practice (Japan EBP Chiba). Currently, as a
Social Value Creation Research Support Program at
Chiba University’s Institute for Advanced Academic
Research Next-generation Research, achievements
in research are being made through the construc-
tion of an Ethical Platform for the Development and
Social Implementation of AI Nursing, and the Social
Implementation of a Disaster Citizen Science Edu-
cation Program in which university students learn

from each other with citizens.
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
