Developing advanced human resources in science and
engineering through collaborative education of
science and engineering

The history of the Graduate School of Science and Engineer-
ing dates back to the Graduate School of Science and Technol-
ogy. In 1988, when the Graduate School of Science and Tech-
nology, Division of Environmental Science (doctoral program)
was established, the Graduate School of Engineering, Division
of Production Science and Technology (established in 1986)
and the Graduate School of Science, Division of Mathematics
and Physical Sciences (established in 1987) were transferred
to the Graduate School of Science and Technology as indepen-
dent doctoral programs. In 1996, the master’s programs of three
faculties (Faculty of Science, Faculty of Engineering, Faculty
of Horticulture) were incorporated, and the Graduate School
of Science and Technology subsequently became a divisional
graduate school with 12 divisions in the master’s program, and
8 divisions in the doctoral program. In response to increasing
demand for human resources with excellent specialization, in
2007, it was reorganized into four graduate schools; the Gradu-
ate School of Science, the Graduate School of Engineering, the
Graduate School of Horticulture, and the Graduate School of Ad-
vanced Integration Science. Following this, in order to build an
educational organization able to flexibly and promptly respond
to the deepening of specialized academic fields and the re-
markable progress in science and technology, in 2017, graduate
school education in three graduate schools, the Graduate School
of Science, the Graduate School of Engineering, and the Gradu-
ate School of Advanced Integration Science, was integrated into

the Graduate School of Science and Engineering.
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The Graduate School of Science and Engineering consists of
five Divisions in the master’s and doctoral programs. The enroll-
ment quota for each Division in 2022 (master’s, doctoral) was as
follows: Mathematics and Informatics (74, 9), Earth and Envi-
ronmental Sciences (81, 15), Advanced Science and Engineering
(207, 29), Creative Engineering (117, 18), and Fundamental Engi-
neering (150, 17).

The faculty organization consists of faculty members from
the Graduate School of Science and the Graduate School of
Engineering, as well as concurrent faculty members from the
Faculty of Education, the Graduate School of Global and Trans-
disciplinary Studies, the Graduate School of Humanities, Center
for Environmental Remote Sensing, Academic Link Center, Dig-
ital Transformation Enhancement Council, Center for Frontier
Science, International Center for Hadron Astrophysics, Marine
Biosystems Research Center, Design Research Institute, Center
for Frontier Medical Engineering, Institute for Advanced Aca-

demic Research, and Safety and Health Organization.
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
