The Center for Relational Studies on Global Crises (RSGC) was
established in April 2017 as the first university-wide research
center for humanities and social sciences at Chiba University.
The Center was established as a research hub for the establish-
ment of RSGC following selection of the project “Establishing a
New Paradigm of Social / Human Sciences based on Relation-
al Studies: in order to Overcome Contemporary Global Crises”
(Relational Studies on Global Crises: FY2016-2020) as a Grant-in-
Aid for Scientific Research on Innovative Areas by the Ministry
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology. As the
peak of the university’s humanities research, the Center will ad-
dress various crises facing contemporary global society, such
aswidening inequality, refugee issues, exclusionism, and multi-
cultural society, and aims to create a new applied social science
to address recent global crises beyond the existing academic
framework.

The Center has invited prominent researchers, journalists,
and practitioners from Japan and abroad to participate in work-
shops, international symposiums, and lectures, and its research
results have been published in domestic and international aca-
demic journals and books, as well as online papers on the Cen-

ter’s website.
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
