DISASTER MEDICINE

On October 1, 2021, the Research Institute of Disaster Medi-
cine was launched. This institute aims to build a “disaster-resil-
ient society” that can protect the health and safety of the public
and promote the environmental sustainability and functionality
of society in the face of natural disasters, emerging infectious
diseases, or a combination of both. In March 2023, the building
of the Research Institute of Disaster Medicine was completed,
and as of fiscal year 2023, the institute consists of 16 research
divisions and the attached Setsuro Fujii Memorial Center for
Therapeutic Science. Each research division works toward the
construction of a society resilient to disasters by understanding
the pathogenesis of health damage caused by disasters, develop-
ing innovative treatment methods, and promoting social imple-
mentation for their resolution. Furthermore, the Setsuro Fujii
Memorial Center for Therapeutic Science promotes therapeutic
research and advances innovative research techniques. It also

focuses on fostering the next generation of talent in the field.
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
